* The agreements were linked in legal terms by a
guillotine clause. This means that if one of the
agreements is terminated, all seven are annulled.

« Opportunities for cooperation with the EU in relation to the EU's common
foreign, security and defence Policy (e.g. Swiss participation in peacekeeping
missions such as EULEX Kosovo and EUFOR Althea in Bosnia and Herzegovina).

+ EU sanctions: Switzerland decides on a case-by-case basis whether it wishes to
adopt them and can thereby enhance their effect.

» Switzerland also participates in EU election observation missions.
