* Swiss nationality or permanent residence in Switzerland.

* University degree (preferably Master's degree). No more than 12 months between
graduation and start of internship.

* Strong interest in International Affairs. Aptitude to write analyses and reports on various
issues (e.g. foreign and domestic policy, economic affairs, human rights). Good
communication and social media skills (Embassy social media accounts).

* Language skills: excellent written communication skills in one of Switzerland’s official
languages: German, French, or Italian (native proficiency). Outstanding command of English,
both written and spoken, suitable for professional correspondence and reporting. Strong
working knowledge of a second official Swiss language, enabling effective collaboration
across multilingual environments.

* The total duration of internships with the Federal Administration, including this internship,
must not exceed one year.
