The original documents are submitted to the civil status authority concerned in Switzerland and must 
not be older than six months. They will not be returned. Photocopies are not accepted. Additional 
documents may be required, if necessary. 
 
 

Legalisation 
 
All foreign civil status documents must be legalised before being submitted to the Swiss representation. 
The apostille (Σφραγίδα της Χάγης) is affixed exclusively by the Ministry of Justice and Public Order

The fee for ordering the civil status card is EUR 68.00. Additional fees for the representation and for 
the apostille will be charged afterwards.
