A) Married couples

If you married without a Swiss certificate of capacity to marry (“Ehefdhigkeitszeugnis”):

1 original birth certificate «Certifikaté e lindjes», issued by the registry office of the place of birth,
with apostille + 1 copy

01 In case of previous divorce: legalized copy of the divorce decree with notation of legal force

apostille and translation + 1 copy

01 If previously widowed: original death certificate «Certifikaté e vdekjes», with apostille + 1 copy

01 In the case of name changes: Original decision on the change of name with notation of legal
force « Vendimi pér ndryshimin e emrit/mbiemrit me shénim rreth plotfugishmérisé », with
apostille and translation + 1 copy

B) Reunification of children to a parent

[0 original birth certificate «Certifikaté e lindjes», issued by the registry office of the place of birth ,
with apostille + 1 copy

For parents living separately:

[ If a parent lives in Kosovo: he/she must appear in person with the minor at the counter and give
written consent. A declaration before a court or a notary will not be accepted.
If one parent lives in a third country: copy of the residence permit and a notarized declaration of
consent from the place of residence with translation + 1 copy
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C) Parents who join their descendants have instead to apply for a “residence permit without
gainful employment “and therefore submit following documents:

If previously widowed: original death certificate «Certifikaté e vdekjes», with apostille + 1 copy
Written confirmation of financial support from his/her family or else confirmation that, he/she will
live in the same household with them.

Translations must be in a Swiss national language or in English.
