Documents to submit  

 

□ Original birth certificate of your child (出生證明) in Chinese, issued by Household Registration 

Office, must be translated into English by a translation agency. An English birth certificate 
issued by hospital will not be accepted 
 

□ Household Registration Transcript (戶籍謄本) in English, issued by Household Registration 

Office after the birth of your child 
 

□ Application for Birth Registration (form available on page 2), duly filled in, dated and signed by 
both parents 

 

□ Passport (two copies), of both parents, if you are not registered at this Swiss Representation 
 
The original documents are submitted to the civil registry office concerned in Switzerland and must not 
be older than six months. They will not be returned. Photocopies are not accepted. Additional 
documents may be required if necessary. 
 

Translation  

 

Documents that are not in a Swiss national language or in English must be translated. 

 

Legalisation  

 

All Taiwanese civil status documents must be legalised by District Court and Ministry of Foreign 

Affairs (MOFA) before being submitted to the Swiss representation. Address of the local authority

Fees  

 

Entry of the birth in the Swiss civil status register is free of charge. 

 

Further Information  

 

A timeframe of at least two months is to be expected for birth registration. After this period, the civil 

registry office concerned (of the place of origin) in Siwtzerland can provide information on the registration 

status. Once the birth is registered in the Swiss civil status register, you can apply for a biometric Swiss 

passport for your child.
